driving the music to destruction. Then, quictly, the music of the symphony’s beginning reappears
and this time slowly takes command and rebuilds the shattered remnants so that in the end the
powerful force of stability triumphs over the shifting sands of anxiety and the work ends in a
blaze of glory.
